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11th Arhat named Lam Tran Ten Pharpha LamChung (Sanskrit name ChudaPantaka), who reincarnated many
times in both India and Tibet as Mahasiddha Bodhisattvas and as one of the six Neten disciples of the
Great Lama Je Tsongkhapa, named Neten Kunga Bum.
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/ The 1st Neten Kunga Bum built the Jungpa Monastery in Lithang, Kham, Tibet. The present Neten

Rinpoche was born just over a year after the passing away of the 8th Neten Rinpoche. In 1986, His

Holiness the Dalai Lama graciously recognized him as the 9th reincarnated Tulku Neten
Rinpoche, Lama-Abbot of the Jungpa Monastery.

- Sutra Studies) in Sera Mey Monastic University, India and then joined the Gyumed Tantric

L Since the year 2006 H.E. Tulku Neten Rinpoche has been living in Canada and

completely rebuilt the Jungpa monastery in Tibet which had been previously destroyed.
He is also the founder of the Jam Tse Cho Ling (Head) Dharma Centre in Toronto, Canada
- and the Jam Tse Cho Ling Buddhist Temple in Calgary, Canada.
